The beautiful thing is we got and I told the guys at halftime we’ve got one more to go and that we’ve got 11 guys to play, 
Sunday, and when we win he will be starting in Arkansas, and Shavar Richardson played great tonight and there are more guys waiting to perform and we’ll need all 11 guys to win in Arkansas.
