Post game Show/An interview with:
Coach Mike Jarvis

Ken LaVicka: This one’s over, Louisiana-Laffayette comes into the Burrow and hands FAU its third loss on their home floor this year, and you can see the frustration, the Owls have some major soul searching to do with three games to go, and a week to do it before their next game. So it’s Louisiana-Laffayette 72 and Florida Atlantic 64 and you look at the tale end, and we have been confident that FAU was not going to hit the wall like last year. This thing is going to be an absolute battle and do the Owls have anything left in the tank now? So all of a sudden now it looks a little bit like it (hit the wall), as Mike Jarvis comes over with the headset to be interviewed, And we were confident in the team that they were not going to hit that wall like last year but now its seems a little like it is. 
Evan Cohen: Yes, that and their confidence level, you’ve got to worry about that a little. 

Ken LaVicka: So we are here at the FAU Radio Basketball Network, Ken LaVicka here with Evan Cohen at the Burrow, and now we are joined here with Coach Mike Jarvis. Again the final, Louisiana-Lafayette 72 and the Florida Atlantic Owls 64 at the Burrow and were joined here by Coach. About foul trouble, definitely did not help tonight and you were dominated on the glass tonight and now you have a week to go to prepare against FIU, and were going into the home stretch, what is the 
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Message you give to the team in the locker room?     
Mike Jarvis: Their ready to win again, that’s it. You know we had, and when we go back and you look at this game, in the second half we took the lead then we made some ridiculous plays, you know the games are won by from the neck up first, that’s how we lost that game.
Ken LaVicka: You look tonight and Kore White seemed to play a little more comfortably, and got him off to a quick start and he ends up with double digits in points, but the foul trouble really hurt you particularly Greg Gantt and Ray Taylor who ended up fouling out of the game, and Gantt ended up with four fouls and with the second half just to go, and your depth was just diminished 
to night just because of the fouling.

Mike Jarvis: You know the depth was diminished because a couple of guys did not do their jobs and a couple guys came in early and just didn’t show that they were ready to play. So it limits against your bench so the guys are going to have to pick it up in practice and I know they will, we worked to hard to get this far, you know like I said the games and the season goes on and you have got to start to win games by out thinking and outsmarting the other team and you can’t start to make foolish mistakes, particularly on the defensive end we put them on the free throw line early in the second half due to just being out of position, and there is no excuse for that.
Ken LaVicka: And now you’ve got FIU coming up next Saturday after a full week of practice I imagine a full week of practice will do you’re team good here coming up.
Mike Jarvis: Well I certainly think it can’t hurt and there is a lot of little things we have to do and we got some time now to do to get it right and the first thing is, and I thank the guys and now they have to get their heads back into the game again. You know we may get a little bit full of ourselves and you know that happens with young people and we have a chance to regroup, and you know we are still in first place and its all in our hands and you can’t go and play and make the same kind of mental mistakes that you would have needed for tonight.

Ken LaVicka: Head Coach Mike Jarvis here on the mike Jarvis radio show. We’re here at Florida Atlantic and the Owls lost and the lead is down to one game so it was Louisiana-Lafayette 74 and Florida Atlantic 64. And we’ll come back after the break with the numbers of the game.
